1) Took a walking tour of the Gloversville Rails to Trail Project. It is a 10 mile non-motorized trail system on an old railroad bed. 

2) Started to collect pictures and information for all access points to the Black River for a map on the website. Our goal is to allow users to see different opportunities the Black River has to offer as the Blueway Trail.  

3) Had two meetings with the owners of the Genesee Valley Transportation Company. Our talks were centered around the possibility of RC&D taking over the rail line from Lowville to Carthage as phase II of a rails to trails project. Phase one will be RC&D taking over the line from Lowville to Croghan. They will be making this portion a Multiuse trail system and keeping the rail in place for a tourist train operation. 

4) Had a very positive meeting with Jefferson County Planning Department, Mike Behling,  and Brian. We are preparing a package seeking permission to move ahead with a SEQR for ATV use on limited County Forest Property. I have enclosed a package for you. 

5) Had a meeting with Jeff Lusk, Executive Director of the Hatfield-McCoy Trail System inWest Virginia. Brian, Bob Diehl and I  toured the system from July 12th to the 15th. This was an opportunity to visit one of the most recognized trail system in the country. I will be putting together a report from our trip and associated meetings. It was very informative and allowed us to see a well organized working system.  
6) Held an advisory meeting on June 19th. There was very little attendance. We have sent out a survey looking at a better meeting place and time where more members can attend.
