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· Attended the New York State Parks and Recreation Grant Seminar on their upcoming grant. We are not looking to submit one but wanted to be in a position to offer help to other projects in Jefferson County.

· Spoke and attended the Walkable Trails Workshop presented by Tug Hill. This was an excellent workshop with a number of informative speakers. 

· Submitted and was awarded a $2000 Steps to a Healthier New York Grant to assist us in the completion of our Felts Mills Project. Also with the completion will be helped along with $1500 assistance of Jefferson County Job Development Marketing budget towards the signage.
· Was appointed Acting vice chairman of the RC&D during the September meeting. We are still moving ahead very quickly on the Rails to Trails project with a couple of meetings in the month of October with other local and state agencies.

· Reviewed and made comments on the DEC’s Unit Management Plan for the Watson’s East Triangle. The plan includes eliminating all ATV use and limiting any future snowmobile trails.

· Spoke at the Thousand Islands Snowmobile Club Annual landowners meeting. There were a few landowners that were going to take away their permission due to issues with liability and ATV use. Spoke with two owners privately after the meeting. I feel they were going to extend their permission one more year on a trial basis.
· Working on a power point presentation for Jefferson County Planning and Development meeting on October 17th, 2006. The presentation will follow Brian and Gary’s history of county forest property. We are looking for support in starting the SEQR process on some county forest property for the use of ATVs. 
· Working with RC&D, Bob Diehl, and Judy Wrent on the Rails to Trail Project. We meant with DEC in Canton and have a presentation toe the DEC Open Space Committee on October 17th. We are looking for their endorsement of the project as we move forward.
